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The Use of Echo Method in Remedial Instruction to English Listening for 7th
Graders
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Abstract: Listening is essential to the development of language, especially speaking. However most
lower-achievement students think listening is difficult from the results of CAP (Comprehensive
Assessment Program for Junior High School Students) for 2015 and 2016. This article shares the
application of “Echo Method” in listening to nine students of the seventh graders under remedial
instruction. Through repeated listening, speaking and finally recording, students are sensitive to
sounds, and students’ listening comprehension is constructed as well.
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
